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Comox RE/MAX realtor Dave Procter hopped on his bike June 22 to cycle across Canada to raise funds for cancer. Procter has committed 25 per cent of his commission from selling the $10-million Filberg House property to the cause.

The house's owner Dave Field, has also pledged a similar amount -- $30,000

-- from the house sale and is challenging other Island Realtors and property sellers to do the same.

"I've had three brushes with cancer in my family," said Field, adding he lost two cousins and an uncle to the disease.

Procter, who owns the RE/MAX office in Comox, wanted to celebrate turning 50 this month by doing a significant fundraiser.

"I've been training for a year for this ride and my wife is driving our motorhome," he said before heading off. "I hope to ride 120 kilometres a day

-- 8,400 in all -- and my goal is to raise $100,000."

He plans to take 55 days to complete the ride.

Procter is funding the ride himself and says all the money he raises will stay on Vancouver Island.
